the Registrar’s Office prior to the course start date.
• A student cannot register as an auditor until two weeks prior to the course start date provided an empty seat is available.
• A student can only register as an auditor once in a specific course. Exceptions may be made on an individual basis provided the student 

provides supporting documentation. Not all courses are available for audit registration.
• Auditors are expected to meet any prerequisites and co-requisites for the course. Audited courses cannot be used as prerequisites or co-

requisites for other courses.
• Audited courses will appear on a student’s transcript with a grade of R, but do not carry a GPA or credit value.
• Audited courses cannot be used towards program completion requirements.
• Audit students must meet all applicable deadlines.
• Regular course fees apply. Students may refer to policy and procedures 310 and 311 for more information on tuition and fee charges and refunds.
